**points belong to the “physical driver”, they do not belong to the sled number, team owner, or other – you can not have someone “ride for you” to keep your points – they are physically yours and yours alone

ie: Dan buys #100, joe rides it this weekend, jack rides it next weekend,  they then have separate points registered to EACH of their names.  Dan as the owner has no points nor does #100.  If Joe then rides for Dave on #80, those points are now added to Joe’s points from riding Dan’s #100 the first weekend – they are physically Joe’s points tracked by Joe’s NAME.  If Dan puts someone else on the #100 sled, new points accrue for that driver as well, not for Dan / owner or #100.  
ie: Dan buys #100, Joe rides it for the first 4 of 5 races and is in the points lead for his class.  Joe gets hurt and can’t ride but only has a 1 point lead on the class championship and will lose it if he doesn’t run the last race.  There is NOTHING that can be done unless Joe himself can ride the sled.  No one can ride for him because the points are HIS, not #100.

ie:  Dan buys #100, Jack rides the first 4 of the 5 races and totals  the sled.  He is one point away from winning the season championship for that class, but the he has no sled.  For the 5th and final race Jack can get on any sled with any number that someone will let him borrow, and he can win his championship – his points that have accrued the first 4 races follow HIM, regardless of what he is on because they are physically HIS points.  Meanwhile Joe also ran the #100 in a heat race and made it to the final, but just as he’s going out to the line, the engine blows.  Dan happens to have another sled that fits the class setting beside the trailer that passed tech earlier.  In a rush Joe jumps on it, they duct tape #100 (or any number that is PAID for and available for use right then) on the side, and off he goes to win the final – sled doesn’t matter since the points are JOE’S even if it isn’t the same sled the heat was won with (so long as it is a race ready, class legal, tech inspected vehicle – timing MUST be aware of any number change)
***points belong to that sled “number”, regardless of what sled is running it at the time, or who is driving it.  You can put the number on different sleds each weekend, change the driver each weekend - it doesn’t matter so long as there is a sled running with that number on it points are accumulating - the points go with the “number”
ie: Dan buys #100, and has Joe and Jack riding for him.  They win the first race of the season and are in the points lead.  On the way to the second race, they ride together, and in a storm can’t cross the bridge and don’t make it to the track.  Dan as the owner wants to hold onto his points lead, so he finds 2 riders for that weekend who’s sled is also stuck below the bridge.  They win the race for Dan and he (and his sled #100) continue the points lead.  (sleds must be teched, and registered WITH the tech inspector as the vehicle for that number at THAT time, cannot be randomly changed throughout  as with the sprint sleds)
