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SUPPLEMENTAL RULES AND OPERATIONS MANUAL
REVISED 10/23/06


1. THE RACE DIRECTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CONDUCT OF THE RACE. HE SHALL HAVE THE RIGHT TO MAKE THE DETERMINATION CONCERNING ALL ASPECTS OF A RACE AND THE RACE FACILITY. INCLUDING DESIGN. ANY AND ALL OTHER PROVISIONS OF THESE RULES NOTWITHSTANDING.

2. HE SHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO DISCIPLINE THE PARTICIPANTS FOR VIOLATION OF RULES. SUCH DISCIPLINE WILL BE LIMITED TO DISQUALIFICATION OF A PARTICIPANT AND/OR EXCLUSION FROM AN EVENT.  

3. DISCIPLINARY ACTION BY THE RACE DIRECTOR OTHER THAN A DISQUALIFICATION OR INVOLVING PRESCRIBED FINES WILL BE UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE MIRA BOARD.

4. THE RACE DIRECTOR AND TECHNICAL COMMITTEE WILL BE CERTIFIED BY THE SANCTIONING ORGANIZATION.

5. OFFICIAL RACE RESULTS SHALL BE APPROVED BY THE ASSIGNED RACE DIRECTOR, AND A SIGNED COPY WILL BE RETURNED TO THE PROMOTER FOR ANNOUNCEMENT AND DISTRIBUTIONS.

6.  THE TECHNICAL COMMITTEE SHALL CARRY AND BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE OFFICIAL SPECIFICATIONS AND CERTAIN INSTRUMENTS FOR MEASUREMENTS CONCERNING VERIFICATION AND CONTROL OF CONTESTANTS MACHINES.

7. ALL EQUIPMENT AND SPECIFICATIONS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO BE USED FOR ANY OTHER PURPOSE THAN FOR USE AT SANCTIONED EVENTS.

8. RACE DIRECTOR MAY NOT HAVE A VESTED INTEREST IN THE EVENTS IN WHICH THEY ACT IN AN OFFICIAL CAPACITY.

9. RACE DIRECTOR MAY COMPETE IN EVENTS OTHER THAN THOSE IN WHICH THEY OFFICIATE.

10. THE RACE DIRECTOR MAY CANCEL ANY RACE OR THE COMPLETE EVENT FOR REASONS OF SAFETY REGARDING COMPETITORS OR SPECTATORS AND IN SUCH CASE SHALL DETERMINE THE AWARDS, IF ANY. THE RACE DIRECTOR MAY SHORTEN THE EVENT FOR ANY REASONS OF SAFETY, BUT MUST GIVE DRIVERS/CREWS ADEQUATE NOTICE IN ADVANCE.

11. RACE DIRECTOR MAY JUDGE THE MECHANICAL INTEGRITY OF ALL TIMING EQUIPMENT.

GENERAL RULES
(NOTE:  THESE GENERAL RULES WILL APPLY TO ALL CLASSES UNLESS SO NOTED. ALL MEMBERS AND RACING PERSONNEL, INCLUDING MECHANICS, PADDOCK PERSONS, SPONSORS AND PROMOTERS ARE DEEMED TO BE FULLY AWARE OF ALL RULES AND WILL BE EXPECTED TO FOLLOW AND ABIDE BY THESE RULES.)
A. 1. ALL CLASS ENTRIES WILL NOT DISCRIMINATE ON THE BASIS OF SEX. ANY QUALIFIED PERSON MAY PARTICIPATE IN THE CLASSES OFFERED IN ANY SANCTIONED EVENT.

     2. A MACHINE WILL BE ALLOWED TO RACE IN ITS RESPECTIVE          DISPLACEMENT OR DESIGNATED PERFORMANCE CLASSES, AND ANY LARGER DISPLACEMENT OR PERFOMANCE CLASS.

B.  FLAG RULES
     ANY COMPETITOR WHO DOES NOT OBEY THE PRESCRIBED FLAG RULES WILL BE SUBJECT TO DISQUALIFICATION AND/OR FINES. WHEN LIGHT SIGNALS ARE USED A DEFINATE UNDERSTANDING CONCERNING THE SIGNALS RELATION TO THE FLAGS WILL BE MADE PRIOR TO THE RACE.
1.  GREEN FLAG- START OF RACE OR SIGNIFIES COURSE IS CLEAR AND RACE IN PROGRESS.

2.  YELLOW FLAG
      a. DURING THE SPRINT FORMAT A YELLOW FLAG SIGNIFIES THAT THERE IS AN ADDITIONAL SAFETY HAZARD ON THE RACE TRACK. THIS IS AN INFORMATIONAL FLAG ONLY AND WILL BE DISPLAYED IN THE AREA OF THE HAZARD. DIRECTIONAL ARROWS WILL ALSO BE DISPLAYED INSTRUCTING WHICH WAY TO GO. 
      b. DURING THE ENDURO FORMAT A YELLOW FLAG ANYWHERE SIGNIFIES THE WHOLE TRACK IS YELLOW. SLEDS ARE TO SLOW DOWN, FORM A SINGLE LINE, HOLD THEIR POSITIONS AND DO NOT PASS UNTIL THE GREEN FLAG IS DISPLAYED, OR THE RED FLAG IS GIVEN, STOPPING THE RACE. A PACE SLED MAY BE USED. ALL YELLOW FLAG LAPS WILL BE SCORED AS PART OF THE RACE.

      c. UNDER NO CIRCUMTANCES IS PASSING PERMITTED UNDER THE YELLOW FLAG. TEAMS VIOLATING THIS RULE WILL BE SUBJECT TO BUT NOT LIMITED TO: LOSS OF LAPS, FINES AND/OR DISQUALIFICATION. 
      d. ALL SLEDS ENTERING THE TRACK DURING A YELLOW FLAG MUST DO EXACTLY WHAT THE TRACK OFFICIAL AT THE TRACK ENTRANCE TELLS THEM TO DO OR BE SUBJECT TO PENALTIES.

3.  RED FLAG 
     a. THE RED FLAG MEANS THE RACE WILL STOP IMMEDIATELY, REGARDLESS OF A MACHINES POSITION ON THE TRACK. THE RED FLAG WILL BE USED IF THE RACE DIRECTOR CONSIDERS THE TRACK AND CONDITIONS UNSAFE TO CONTINUE THE RACE.(THE SAFETY DIRECTOR MAY CONSULT WITH THE RACE DIRECTOR ON TRACK AND CONDITIONS.) MACHINES WILL BE BROUGHT TO THE STARTING LINE AT THE DIRECTION OF THE RACE DIRECTOR. EXTREME CAUTION MUST BE USED IN RETURNING TO THE STARTING LINE. MACHINES MUST NOT LEAVE THE TRACK UNLESS DIRECTED TO DO SO BY THE RACE DIRECTOR. ALL WORK IN THE PITS WILL ALSO STOP UNTIL THE YELLOW FLAG COMES OUT SIGNALING THE RESUMPTION OF THE RACE.
     4.  BLACK FLAG 
     CONSULTATION FLAG- LEAVE COURSE IMMEDIATELY AND REPORT TO THE RACE DIRECTOR. FAILURE TO OBEY THE BLACK FLAG AFTER RUNNING TWO(2) LAPS UNDER THE BLACK FLAG WILL RESULT IN LOSS OF LAPS.

      a. ON CLOSED COURSE RACES, SHOULD A VITAL MACHINE COMPONENT SUCH AS CLUTCH GUARDS, HOOD, MUD FLAP OR SKI BECOME DISLODGED OR DISCARDED, THE STARTER WILL DISPLAY THE BLACK FLAG TO THE INVOLVED DRIVER IMMEDIATELY.

5.  WHITE FLAG
     TEAMS HAVE STARTED THEIR LAST LAP.

6.  CHECKERED FLAG
     THE RACE IS COMPLETED

7.  CORNER PERSONNEL
     WILL BE PROVIDED WITH ALL NECESSARY FLAGS AND EQUIPMENT

C.  RACE STARTING PROCEDURES 
1. SPRINT FORMAT

     a. IT IS THE TEAMS RESPONSIBILITY TO CHECK THE POSTED LANE/HEAT ASSIGNMENTS.

     b. A RACE START MAY BE DELAYED FOR TWO(2) MINUTES TO ALLOW A TEAM(S) TO FIX A PROBLEM. AT THE END OF TWO MINUTES THE RACE GOES ON.

     c. A DRIVER MAY SIGNAL A PROBLEM ON THE STARTING LINE BY RAISING HIS/HER HAND. 

     d. IF THE FLAG MAN SEES NO RAISED HANDS HE GIVES THE COMMAND TO START.

2.  ENDURO FORMAT


     a. ALL TEAMS AND SLEDS MUST BE IN THE STAGING AREA AT THE POSTED TIME OR BE SENT TO THE REAR OF THE FIELD.

     b. THERE SHALL BE NO CHANGING OF DRIVERS FROM TEAM TO TEAM DURING THE RACE. CHANGING IS ALLOWED BEFORE THE RACE BEGINS. TEAMS MUST NOTIFY THE RACE DIRECTOR AND THE RACE SECRETARY OF ANY CHANGES.

3.  RESTARTING AFTER A CAUTION PERIOD

     a. WHEN THE COURSE IS DEEMED CLEAR A ONE LAP TO GO SIGNAL IS GIVEN AND RACE GOES GREEN AGAIN. ONCE THE GREEN FLAG IS DISPLAYED THE WHOLE COURSE IS BACK TO RACING.

D.  BLOCKING AND FOOLISH DRIVING 
     THE DELIBERATE BLOCKING OF A FASTER MACHINE IS CAUSE FOR PENALTIES THAT INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO: LOSS OF LAPS, FINES, AND DISQUALIFICATION AT THE DISCRETION OF THE RACE DIRECTOR. ANY BLOCKING OR UNSPORTSMANLIKE ACTIONS ON OR OFF THE TRACK WILL 
     SUBJECT THE DRIVER TO POSSIBLE DISQUALIFICATION AND SUBJECT THE     TEAM TO SUBSEQUENT PENALTIES AT THE DISCRETION OF THE RACE DIRECTOR.

E.  CONTROL OF MACHINE DURING THE RACE 
     IT IS EXPRESSLY FORBIDDEN TO DRIVE PAST A SNOWMOBILE IN A DIRECTION OPPOSITE THAT IN WHICH THE EVENT IS BEING RUN.

1.  A DRIVER WHO HAS SPUN OUT IS PERMITTED TO TURN THE MACHINE AROUND AND CONTINUE THE EVENT. SUCH ACTION CAN ONLY BE TAKEN WHEN THE COURSE IS CLEAR.

F.  OBSTRUCTION 
     IF FOR ANY REASON A DRIVER IS FORCED TO STOP ON OR NEAR THE COURSE DURING AN EVENT, IT IS THE DRIVERS RESPONSIBILITY TO RAISE HIS/HER HAND TO SIGNAL A PROBLEM.

G.  PASSING 
     A DRIVER MUST ALWAYS BE PREPARED FOR ANOTHER MACHINE TO PASS AND MUST THEREFORE BE ON THE LOOK OUT FOR OTHER SNOWMOBILES APPROACHING FROM BEHIND.

H.  MAN AND MACHINE 
     A COMPETITOR IS SAID TO HAVE FINISHED THE RACE WHEN DRIVER IS IN CONTACT WITH THE MACHINE, AND ANY PART OF THE MACHINE CROSSES THE FINISH LINE.

I.  PIT AND PADDOCK AREA SAFETY 
1.  TUNE UP OF ENGINE WILL BE IN THE PIT AREA ONLY.

2.  NO TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION OF THE FOLLOWING TYPES WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE PIT AREAS: TENTS, UNLESS FLAME RESISTANT AND HAVE BEEN TESTED WIHTIN ONE YEAR AND PROOF OF TESTING SUPPLIED TO FIRE OFFICIALS OR FIRE MARSHALL. NO MAKE-SHIFT WOODEN ENCLOSURES.
3.  SNOWMOBILE WARM-UP STANDS THAT CATCH ITEMS THAT ARE THROWN BY A TRACK WILL BE MANDATORY WHENEVER THE REAR OF A MACHINE IS RAISED TO CLEAN OUT THE ENGINE OR TRACK. THIS STAND MUST BE USED IN THE PADDOCK AND PIT AREA AT ALL TIMES. CONSTRUCTION OF THE SAFETY STAND WILL BE SUFFICIENT TO CONTAIN ITEMS THAT MIGHT BE THROWN FROM A TRACK. (SEE ISR RULE BOOK)

4.  NO LOOSE ANIMALS WILL BE ALLOWED AT THE RACE SITE. 

5.  REASONABLE SPEED WILL BE OBSERVED BY A TEAM: IT WILL BE SUBJECT TO DISQUALIFICATION, FINES, AND/OR LOSS OF LAPS.

6.  NO ENGINE FUEL OTHER THAN GASOLINE WILL BE ALLOWED. NO SPECIAL    ADDITIVES WILL BE ALLOWED. LOCAL FIRE MARSHALL RULES AND REGULATIONS    WILL PREVAIL. DRY GAS WILL BE ALLOWED UP TO 3% OR FUEL VOLUME.

    a.  ALL TEAMS ASSIGNED TO A PIT AREA SHALL HAVE AT LEAST ONE(1) FULLY CHARGED FIVE(5) POUND DRY CHEMICAL FIRE EXTINGUISHER ACCESIBLE AT THE REAR OF THEIR TRAILER.
    b.  GAS CONTAINERS AND REFULING SET-UPS WILL BE SUBJECT TO INSPECTION AND APPROVAL OF SAFETY DIRECTOR AND LOCAL FIRE MARSHALL.

J.  BAD CHECKS 
     ANY COMPETITOR WHO ISSUES A CHECK THAT IS INVALID OR RETURNED FOR INSUFFICIENT FUNDS, OR THE EQUIVALENT, OR WHO STOPS PAYMENT ON SAID CHECK THAT HAS BEEN ISSUED FOR ENTRY OR MEMBERSHIP FEES, WILL BE SUBJECT TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION.
K.  MISUSE OF PIT PASS 
     IMPROPER USAGE OF PIT PASSES WILL BE GROUNDS FOR DISCIPLINE. SANCTIONING BODY AND PROMOTER WILL BE IN COMPLETE CONTROL OVER PIT AREA AND PIT ENTRANCE.

L.  RULE SUPPLEMENTS 
     RULE SUPPLEMENTS, ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS SHALL BE ANNOUNCED IN THE OFFICIAL PUBLICATION, MAGAZINE, WEBSITE, OR NEWSLETTER. UPON SUCH ANNOUNCEMENT, THE RULE CHANGES BECOME LEGAL AND ENFORCEABLE.
M.  ENFORCEMENT, DISCIPLINE AND VIOLATIONS 
      ALL MEMBERS AND PARTICIPANTS ARE SUBJECT TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION FOR VIOLATIONS OF THESE RULES. PENALTIES MAY INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO: SUSPENSIONS, FINES, LOSS OF POINTS, DISQUALIFICATION OR ANY COMBINATION. THE NATURE OF THE PENALTY IS DETERMINED BY THE GRAVITY OF THE OFFENSE AND ITS EFFECT ON THE SAFETY AND GOOD REPUTATION OF SNOWMOBILE RACING.

1.  MINOR INFRACTIONS OF TEAMS AND/OR DRIVER WILL BE NOTED IN THE MEMBERSHIP FILE ON RECORD OR FINE SYSTEM BE INVOKED BY THE RACE DIRECTOR. UPON THREE(3) MINOR INFRACTIONS, THE TEAM/DRIVER WILL SURRENDER THEIR MEMBERSHIP TO THE RACE DIRECTOR. AN AUTOMATIC ONE(1) YEAR SUSPENSION WILL OCCUR FROM DATE OF HEARING BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS IF UPHELD. ANY MAJOR INFRACTIONS WILL BE BROUGHT TO THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS AT ONCE.

2.  MIRA RACE OFFICIALS HAVE THE RIGHT TO EJECT ANY PERSON FROM THE PIT, PADDOCK OR RACE TRACK AREA. MEMBERS OF THE PIT CREW, ETC. ARE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE TEAM TO WHOM THEY ARE ASSIGNED.

3.  MAJOR INFRACTIONS WILL BE BROUGHT TO THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS AT ONCE. IF FOUND GUILTY OF A MAJOR INFRACTIONS, WILL BE BANNED FROM PARTICIPATION IN ANY MIRA EVENTS FOR ONE YEAR FROM THAT DATE. THIS MAY INCLUDE ALL MEMBERS FROM THAT TEAM.
N.  VULGARITY 
     EVERY DRIVER AND HIS/HER CREW SHALL CONDUCT THEMSELVES ACCORDING TO THE HIGHEST STANDARD OF BEHAVIOR AND SPORTSMANSHIP. PARTICULARLY IN THEIR RELATIONSHIP WITH OTHER COMPETITORS AND RACE OFFICIALS. FAILURE TO DO SO COULD RESULT IN DISQUALIFICATION OR DISCIPLINARY ACTION AS STATED IN THE RULE BOOK.

O.  DRIVER/PIT CREW LIABILITY 
     THE DRIVER/PIT CREW MEMBER SIGNING THE WAIVER ELECTS TO USE THE COURSE OF THE EVENT AT HIS/HER OWN RISK, AND THEREBY RELEASES THE SANCTIONING ORGANIZATION, TOGETHER WITH THEIR HEIRS,ASSIGNS, OFFICERS, REPRESENTATIVES, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES AND MEMBERS SPONSORING ORGANIZATION, PROMOTERS AND OWNERS OR PROPERTIES ON WHICH SANCTIONED EVENTS ARE TO BE HELD FROM ALL LIABILITY FROM INJURY TO PERSON OR PROPERTY.

P.  DISCUSSION WITH RACE DIRECTOR 
     TEAM REPRESENTATIVE ONLY WILL HAVE DISCUSSIONS WITH THE RACE DIRECTOR ABOUT PROTESTS, AND DRIVING COMPLAINTS, ETC., AND MAY APPROACH THE DIRECTOR BEFORE THE DAYS EVENTS, BETWEEN EVENTS, AFTER AN EVENT OR AT THE DIRECTION OF THE RACE DIRECTOR.

Q.  INTOXICATING BEVERAGES AND DRUGS 
     DRINKING OF INTOXICATING BEVERAGES OR THE USE OF ANY TYPE OF STIMULATING, TRANQUILIZING OR ILLEGAL DRUGS IS STRICTLY FORBIDDEN BY ANY PARTICIPANTS, PIT PERSONNEL, MANUFACTURERS, PRESS REPRESENTATIVES, OR PROMOTERS IN THE EVENT. ANY ONE SHOWING EVIDENCE OF HAVING USED ANY INTOXICATING BEVERAGE, OR UPON MEDICAL EXAMINATION OF HAVING USED ANY STIMULATING, TRANQUILIZING OR ILLEGAL DRUG MUST LEAVE THE PREMISES(SPECIFICALLY PIT, PADDOCK, WARM-UP AREA, TEAR DOWN AND RACE TRACK) IMMEDIATELY, AND WILL BE SUBJECT TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS. THIS SHALL BE IN EFFECT THROUGH THE FINAL INSPECTION OF MACHINES.

R.  DRIVER IDENTIFICATION 
     ALL DRIVERS WILL HAVE THEIR LAST NAME ON THEIR HELMET: AND ALL PRO ENDURO DRIVERS WILL HAVE THEIR LAST NAME ON THE BACK OF THEIR OUTER BODY GARMENT IN ONE(1) INCH HIGH MINIMUM LETTERS AND 1/8 INCH STROKE WIDTH MINIMUM IN CONTRASTING COLORS.

S.  SPONSORSHIP 
     ANYTIME THE SANCTIONING BODY HAS A SPONSORSHIP, ALL MEMBERS AND PROMOTERS MUST MEET THE SPONSORSHIP REQUIREMENTS, AS LONG AS TEAM NUMBERING SYSTEM IS NOT COMPROMISED OR REQUIREMENTS ARE NOT IN DIRECT CONFLICT WITH PROMOTER INTEREST.
T.  TEAM PERMANENT NUMBERS 
1.  THE DRIVERS ASSIGNED TEAM NUMBER MUST BE DISPLAYED ON BOTH SIDES OF SLED HOOD AND ON THE BACK OF DRIVER’S OUTER GARMENT. THE NUMBER MUST BE MINIMUM OF EIGHT(8) INCHES HIGH, 3/8 INCH WIDE AND BE DISPLAYED WITH CONTRASTING COLORS. THESE NUMBERS WILL BE DISPLAYED ON THE MACHINE AND OUTER GARMENT IN A PERMANENT MANNER BEFORE YOU WILL BE ALLOWED TO RACE.

2.  DRIVERS WILL BE REQUIRED TO KEEP THE MACHINE AND OUTER GARMENT NUMBERS IN LEGIBLE CONDITION. DRIVERS WILL BE REQUIRED TO CARRY THEIR MEMBERSHIP ID WITH THEM AT ALL MIRA EVENTS. MEMBERSHIP ID’s ARE NOT TRANSFERABLE.(UNLESS THEY ARE JOHN DOE MEMBERSHIPS) MEMBERS ARE SUBJECT TO DISCIPLINARY ACTION IF ID’s ARE TRANSFERRED OR TAMPERED WITH.

U.  PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT 
1.  FULL COVERAGE HELMETS, GLOVES, AND CLOTHING, ALONG WITH AT LEAST ABOVE ANKLE BOOTS ARE MANDATORY. HELMETS WILL BE FULL PROTECTIVE COVERAGE AIRCRAFT TYPE AND CARRY THE 2005 SNELL FOUNDATION APPROVAL CODE. THIS IS MANDATORY WHENEVER A SLED MOVES.

2.  SHIN AND KNEE GUARDS WILL BE WORN IN ALL COMPETITIVE EVENTS. THE SHIN GUARD MUST EXTEND FROM THE INSTEP TO ABOVE THE KNEE CAP AND BE CONSTRUCTED OF AN IMPENETRABLE MATERIAL. 

3.  EYE PROTECTION IS ALSO MANDATORY.

4.  THE USE OF UPPER BODY PROTECTION EQUIPMENT IS MANDATORY AT ALL RACES. THE UPPER BODY PROTECTION MUST COVER ALL BODY AREAS. (SEE ISR RULE BOOK)

V.  INSPECTION

1.  VERIFICATION AND CONTROL OF ANY ENTRY IS SUBJECT TO INSPECTION, UPON REQUEST BY THE DIRECTOR.

      a. PRE RACE SAFETY INSPECTIONS ARE MANDATORY AT ALL RACES. PRE RACE INSPECTIONS DO NOT CERTIFY THAT THE MACHINE IS QUALIFIED OR CONSTITUTED AS LEGAL FOR CLASS PARTICIPATION. POST RACE TECHNICAL INSPECTIONS DETERMINE MACHINE QUALIFICATION.

2.  INSPECTION PROCEDURE:

     a.  TECH CAN IMPOUND FIRST TEN(10) SLEDS FOR INSPECTION. (1st THROUGH 10th PLACES) 

     b.  INSPECTED MACHINES WILL NOT BE REASSEMBLED BY THE INSPECTION GROUP.


c.  DRIVER AND/OR DRIVERS MECHANIC WILL PERFORM TEAR DOWN TO POINT REQUIRED BY THE INSPECTION.


d.  DRIVER AND/OR DRIVERS MECHANIC WILL BE THE ONLY TWO(2) PEOPLE ALLOWED WITH THE MACHINE IN THE INSPECTION AREA.

3.  TEAMS WILL ALLOW OFFICIALS TO TEST THEIR FUEL AT ANY TIME.


a.  ONLY AN APPROVED COMMERCIALLY AVAILABLE GASOLINE WILL BE LEGAL. THE GASOLINE MAY BE MIXED WITH PETROLEUM, ORGANIC, VEGETABLE, OR CHEMICAL BASE LUBRICANTS. THE USE OF OILS OR FUELS INCLUDING GASOHOL AND ADDITIVES PROVIDING POWER BOOSTING CHARACTERISTICS ARE STRICLY FORBIDDEN.

GASOLINE MUST BE PRODUCED BY A RECOGNIZED COMMERCIAL MANUFACTURER. GASOLINE, AS REFINED, IS A MIXTURE OF HYDROCARBONS. ADDITIVES AND INGREDIENTS OTHER THAN THOSE USED BY COMMERCIAL GASOLINE MANUFACTURER ARE NOT ALLOWED. THE USE OF GASOLINE WHICH CONTAINS COMPOUNDS BEARING NITROGEN AND/OR OXYGEN IS PROHIBITED.
THE SPECIFIC GRAVITY OF THE GASOLINE AS USED MUST BE WITHIN .720 TO .750 RANGE AT 60F. (API GRAVITY RANGE OT 63 TO 57 AT 60F) MOST GASOLINE WILL MEET THIS CRITERIA: HOWEVER, IT IS ADVISABLE TO HAVE UNKNOWN GAS CHECKED BEFORE COMPETING. THE DIELECTRIC CONTENT –D.D- OF THE GASOLINE MUST NOT EXCEED 2.3 (THE ADDITION OF COMPOUNDS CONTAINING NITROGEN AND OXYGEN WILL PRODUCE A MIXTURE WITH A D.C. GREATER THAN 2.3) GASOLINE IS A GOOD ELECTRICAL INSULATOR, OR DIELECTRIC, AND ITS RELETIVE EFFECTIVENESS AS AN INSULATOR IS REPRESENTED BY ITS D.C. THE AVERAGE D.C FOR THE HYDROCARBONS WHICH COMPRISE GASOLINE IS 2.025. THIS IS DEFINED AS A READING FO 0 WITH THE ISR FUEL CHECK METER. TO COMPENSATE FOR POSSIBLE TEMPERATURE DIFFERENCES OF GASOLINE (WHICH CAUSED SLIGHT VARIATION OF THE D.C) THE ACCEPTABLE RANGE OF THE METER READING IN + TO -5, WITH 0 AS THE REFERENCE READING.
B.  NO COMPETITOR OR DRIVER’S PIT PERSONNEL SHALL POSSESS POWER BOOSTING ADDITIVES OR AGENTS UPON THE RACE PREMISES OF THE SANCTIONED EVENT. VIOLATIONS OF THIS RULE SHALL SUBJECT THE VIOLATOR TO SEVERE DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES.

C.  AEROSOL CANS OF ETHER WILL BE ALLOWED AT SANCTIONED RACES FOR STARTING PURPOSES ONLY. NO DRIVER WILL BE ALLOWED TO CARRY SUCH CANS ON THEIR PERSON OR THEIR MACHINES DURING THE RACE.

W.  PROTESTS 
1.  ALL FORMAL PROTESTS MUST BE MADE IN WRITING ON A STANDARD FORMAL PROTEST FORM, ACCOMPANIED BY $300.00 CASH PROTEST FEE FOR 
EACH ITEM PROTESTED.(EXAMPLE: IF YOU WANT TO PROTEST ANY ITEM ON A SLED IT WILL COST $300.00). VALIDITY OF PROTEST WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE RACE DIRECTOR AND/OR TECH DIRECTOR. WHEN THE OFFICIAL PROTEST IS SATISFIED OR PROVEN UNWARRANTED: IF THE PROTEST IS VALID THE FEE WILL BE RETURNED TO THE PROTESTER. IF THE PROTEST IS INVALID THE PROTEST FEE WILL BE GIVEN TO THE PROTESTED TEAM OWNER FOR THE INCONVENIENCE.
2.  THERE IS NO NEED FOR FORMAL PROTESTS IN THE CASE OF DRIVING INFRACTIONS DURING AN EVENT. REPORTS OF SUCH ALLEGED INFRACTIONS SHOULD BE MADE TO THE DRIVER’S REPRESENTATIVE, WHO WILL REPORT TO THE RACE DIRECTOR, WHO IN TURN WILL REQUEST A REPORT FROM THE SAFETY DIRECTOR OR ASSIGNED JUDGES ON THE COURSE.

3. UPON RECEIVING 3 0R MORE WRITTEN REPORTS FOR A RULE VIOLATION, THE TEAM IN QUESTION WILL BE BLACK FLAGGED. DISCIPLINARY ACTION WILL BE TAKEN AGAINST SAID TEAM FOR THE INFRACTION.

4.  A PROTEST MUST BE VALID IN THE EYES OF THE RACE DIRECTOR, OR HE HAS THE OPTION NOT TO ACCEPT IT FOR ACTION.

5.  NO PROTEST WILL BE ACCEPTED THAT REFERS TO A RACE OFFICIAL’S JUDGEMENT DECISION.

6.  IT SHALL NOT BE POSSIBLE TO PROTEST OR APPEAL TECHNICAL INSPECTION EQUIPMENT. 

7.  PROTESTS MUST BE FILED WITH THE RACE DIRECTOR WITHIN THIRTY(30) MINUTES AFTER THE CLASS HAS BEEN COMPLETED. 

8.  OFFICIAL RESULTS NOT ANNOUNCED UNTIL ALL RECORDS OF RACE HAVE BEEN REVIEWED BY RACE OFFICIALS.

ENDURO RACING
THE INTENT OF THESE RULES IS TO ESTABLISH A SET OF STANDARDS THAT ALL ENDURO RACING MUST FUNCTION UNDER. RECOMMENDATION: IT IS THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS THAT ALL DRIVERS AND PIT CREW MEMBERS HAVE THEIR OWN MEDICAL ACCIDENT INSURANCE COVERAGE.

A.  ENDURO RACE SPECIFICATIONS: 
1.  100 MILES OR MORE FOR A PRO ENDURO, AND NOT MORE THAN 100 MILES FOR AN AMATUER ENDURO.

2.  RACES RUN UNTIL THE RACE DIRECTOR DETERMINES THAT VISIBILITY AND TRACK CONDITIONS WARRANT STOPPING THE RACE.

3  MINIMUM TRACK LENGTH AND NUMBER OF MACHINES EACH SPECIFIC TRACK CAN SAFELY ACCOMMODATE WILL BE DETERMINED AND APPROVED BY THE SANCTIONING BOARD UPON REQUEST FOR SANCTION.

4.  APPROVED TIMING DEVICES MUST BE USED DURING TIME TRIALS

5.  ALTERING, DEFACING OR KNOWINGLY DAMAGING TIMING BOXES IS SUBJECT TO SEVERE PENALTIES.
6.  IT IS MANDATORY FOR A TEAM TO SEND A REPRESENTATIVE TO INFORM THE RACE DIRECTOR OR SECRETARY THAT THEIR TEAM IS OUT OF THE RACE.

B.  RACE PARTICIPANT REGULATIONS: 
1.  ENTRY IN THE ENDURO RACES WILL BE BY TEAMS ONLY.


2.  THE NUMBERING OF EACH TEAM  WILL BE GIVEN BY MIRA AT THE BEGINNING OF THE RACE SEASON.

     a.  TEAM NUMBERS WILL REMAIN THE SAME YEAR AFTER YEAR AS LONG AS THE TEAM PAYS THE REQUIRED TEAM FEES BY THE DECEMBER 1ST DEADLINE.

3.  EACH TEAM WILL RECEIVE POINTS RATHER THAN THE DRIVERS.(A TEAM MAY START THE SEASON WITH ONE SET OF DRIVERS AND FINISH WITH ANOTHER SET OF DRIVERS) THUS THE TEAM SHALL RECEIVE THE POINTS FOR THE EVENT AND SEASON.

4.  AN AMATUER DRIVER WISHING TO MOVE UP TO THE PRO ENDURO MUST MEET THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS:

 
a. MUST BE 18 YEARS OF AGE

b. MUST PAY UPDATE MEMBERSHIP AND TEAM FEES.

  
c. MUST PROVE RACING ABILITY TO THE RACE DIRECTOR. 

5.  THE SAME MACHINE MUST START THE RACE THAT QUALIFIED FOR THE RACE. ANY MECHANICAL CHANGES (ie.CRANK CASE, CHASSIS, ETC.) MUST BE APPROVED BY THE RACE DIRECTOR.

     6.  ALL DRIVERS MUST ATTEND THE MANDATORY DRIVERS MEETING. 

     7.  REGISTRATION PROCEDURES

     a.  ALL TEAMS MUST BE REGISTERED AND HAVE THEIR ENTRY FEES PAID PRIOR TO THE START OF THE RACE.

     8.  THE QUALIFING DRIVER DOES NOT HAVE TO START THE RACE.

 9.  A PACE MACHINE WILL BE USED FOR THE START OF THE RACE AND DURING  YELLOW FLAGS WHEN APPLICABLE.

10.  ALL MACHINES MUST ENTER AND EXIT THE TRACK BY DESIGNATED PIT ENTRANCE AND EXIT. UNLESS MACHINE BREAKS DOWN AND IS TOWED TO THE PIT AREA BY TRACK OFFICIALS.

    11.  DRIVERS NUMBER MUST MATCH THE SLED NUMBER. NO EXCEPTIONS.

    12.  THERE WILL BE ABSOLUTELY NO DRIVER REPLACEMENTS DURING RACE 


TIME.  IF THERE IS A MEDICAL REMOVAL, YOUR REMAINING DRIVERS MUST


FILL THE VACANCY.  EACH TEAM HAS A MAXIMUM OF 3 REGISTERED 


DRIVERS, THESE ARE THE ONLY DRIVERS THAT WILL BE ALLOWED FOR


THAT EVENT, UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCE.  NO MEDICAL ADDITIONS.
THE RULE OF THUMB IS: IF THE RULES DON’T STATE THAT YOU ARE ALLOWED TO MAKE A SPECIFIC CHANGE, THEN YOU MUST ASSUME THAT YOU ARE NOT ALLOWED TO MAKE THE CHANGE.
